Rules of Installation, Safe Use, Storage, Transport and Disposal
Please read this section carefully before installing and connecting the
device. Make sure that the device and cables are not mechanically
damaged. The device must only be used for its intended purpose (data
reception/transmission in computer networks), installation must be
carried out in accordance with the documentation placed on the official
site. Do not mount the device in the areas with humidity and air
pollution level above 80%; as well as in the areas of increased
evaporation and vaporization or reinforced vibration. Do not use the
device with damaged housing. The ambient temperature in the
immediate vicinity of the device and inside the housing must comply
with the parameters specified in the technical specifications of the
device. The power supply must comply with the parameters specified
in the technical specifications of the device. When using a power
adapter (not included), the mounting of easily accessible electrical
outlet near the equipment is required. Do not open the device housing!
Power off the device before cleaning it from dirt and dust. Remove
dust with a damp cloth. Do not use liquid/aerosol cleaners or magnetic/
static cleaning devices. Avoid getting moisture into the device. Storage
and transport of the device is allowed only in factory packaging at
temperature and humidity specified in the technical specifications.
Realization — without restriction. At the end of use of the device,
please contact an authorized dealer for equipment disposal. The
service life of the device is 2 years.

Power connection

To power on the access point, you can use one of the following methods:

1. Connect the LAN port of the PoE injector to a switch/router using

twisted-pair cable.

2. Connect the power cord to the power connector on the PoE injector and to
an electrical outlet.

3. Connect twisted-pair cable to the access point and to the PoE port of the PoE
injector.

OR

4. Connect a power adapter* to the power connector of the access point and to
an electrical outlet.

Configuring the access point

1. Plug the Ethernet cable to the LAN port of the access point and to the Ethernet
port of your computer (or connect the access point and your computer to the
same switch/router).

2. Configure the access point using the data printed on a label of the device.

Mounting the access point to a pole

1. Thread the metal mounting ties through the mounting hole on the access point
and wrap the ties around the pole of 40-60 mm diameter.
2. Adjust the access point position and fix the ties on the pole.

Installing the antennas

Connect the antennas to the corresponding connectors of the access point.
